Town of Hamden Town Board Meeting of August 3, 2016
Delaware County Soil and Water received two bids for the river stabilization work on the Aitken and More properties and the low bid came in at $1,064,917 from LaFever Excavating from Bovina.  This is a Soil and Water District project so the Town has no action to take as far as the bid and contractor goes.  The project will start soon and hopefully be done by the end of September to the middle of October.  
Highway Superintendent Dibble reported that all of his CHIPS work is done for the year and paperwork submitted.    
Bids were opened on the Hamden Covered Bridge Boat Launch and the low bid was LaFever Excavating from Bovina for $55,718 and the project is slated to be done by the end of September.  This is a Town project and the Town approved the bid providing all paperwork and insurances are in place.  
The board approved a resolution to advertise for bids on the split rail fencing at the Harrower and Launt Cemeteries.  Bids will be opened at our September 7th board meeting.  
Fuel and heating bids were opened for the upcoming year and awards were given to the following:  
Diesel and Kerosene to Mirabito at a fluctuating bid price of $1.4875 per gallon, Propane bid to Mirabito at a fluctuating price of $1.2514 per gallon, Ethanol free Gas to Mirabito at a fluctuating bid price of $1.9975, and Heating Fuel to Allison Oil of Andes at a firm price of $1.69 per gallon.  
The board approved the construction of the Tim Murray septic system in DeLancey at an estimated pricing of $18,900 from Pardee Excavating.  Construction will start in the next few days.  
Supervisor Marshfield reported that the Town finally received $41,635 in grant money from the State Dormitory Authority for the purchase and completed work on the old Schoolhouse in Hawley’s Station.  This money will be used to further restore this historic building.
The board approved a resolution allowing Steadfast Timberworks, Seth Clark to remove the siding on the old schoolhouse for $1,680.  After it is removed the Town will decide on what phases the schoolhouse will be restored in and what needs to be done to the siding for restoration.    
The board approved the highway superintendent’s request to allow the County Fair to use the Towns Grader and Roller.
Supervisor Marshfield reported that he sent a complimentary letter to the NYSDOT on their mowing along the State Rt. 10.  It was done more generously this year and looked real good
The board approved a resolution supporting the Coalition of Watershed Towns in their efforts to incorporate many of our requested solutions to our economic and environmental desires in negotiations for the upcoming Filtration Avoidance Determination.  This resolution is directed to the NYS Department of Health.
A resolution for cleaning up each property was approved for the Bell property in DeLancey and the Jones property in Hamden.  This is in accordance with our Local Law #1 of 1992, which gives the Town the right to clean up properties and charge it over on the taxes to those parcels.  The parties will be notified in case they want to do the work themselves and if not the work will be completed by an independent contractor the first of September.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Delaware County Board of Supervisors meeting of August 24, 2016
To start the meeting a special presentation and resolution was read designating Delaware County as a Purple Heart County.  This is to recognize all past and present Purple Heart veteran residents of the county.  There were three Purple Heart veteran residents present for the special ceremony.  One each from Colchester, Hamden and Hancock.  The board congratulated each and personally thanked each for their so important service to our country and our freedoms.  Congressman Gibson sent his congratulations as well as he too is a Purple Heart recipient and he could not attend as he was out of the country.  Delaware County is now the 9th county in the State to be a Purple Heart County and road signs will be placed strategically throughout the County.  
A resolution was adopted accepting $49,850 from the State Office of Mental Health, for transitioning to the Medicaid Managed Care program for our children.  This is a onetime funding opportunity. 
A resolution was adopted accepting $6,000 from the Mobility Management of South Central New York for non-emergency transportation services.  These services are paid as a mileage rate to the self-transporting vendors associated with the Office of the Aging.
A resolution was adopted to accept funding from the NYS Office of Community Renewal in the amount of $151,970 to assist a local Hancock business and help them to create about 12 jobs.  Delaware County Industrial Development Agency will be the sub-recipient of the funding.  
A resolution was approved transferring $1,972 from contracted services to the equipment line for the Office for the Aging.  They needed one laptop and two printers and were not put in the 2016 budget.  
A resolution was adopted to transfer $289,000 from the Contractual Expense line to Equipment in Solid Waste for a compactor at the landfill.  A resolution was also approved to purchase a used compactor with 1,400 hours on it from Marcel Equipment Limited of Ontario, Canada for the $289,000.  This is to replace a current similar unit with 25,000 hours on it.  A new unit is between $600,000 and $700,000.  This unit being purchased is a 2012 unit.  
A resolution was approved to dispose of two pickup trucks, one car, an excavator, a backhoe, a drill press, two Cummins engines and a van.  
A resolution was approved to extend the contract with NYS Dept. of Corrections and Community Supervision Office of Nutritional Services for food products for our inmates.  These are food packets processed by prisoners in the Marcy prison system for distribution to Jails.  This would be for five years as we have now used them for 2 years and everything has worked out great. 
After much discussion, a new Policy and Procedures regarding County Vehicles were adopted.  
A resolution was adopted supporting the necessary reforms to the NY Labor Law regarding the “Scaffold Law”.  This law has created astronomical increases in insurance costs for contractors which in turn add to construction costs for our businesses and residents.  
A resolution was adopted transferring $27,000 from the Food account to Equipment in the Sheriff’s Office for replacing the Live Scan fingerprint system and the prisoner transport van.  
A resolution was adopted transferring $75,000 from the Emergency Services Capital Projects account to purchase an emergency communications shelter for the new communications system.  
The board approved the new equalization rates for 2017, which Hamden’s remains even with last year.  That is good news for now until the revaluation is done.  
An agreement with the Town of Delhi, Delaware Academy Central School and the Village of Delhi to share an attorney and costs associated with the tax certiorari of commercial properties in Delhi assessed for over $500,000.
