Superintendent of Highways reported that Terry, West Terry and East Terry Clove Roads will be chipped and sealed this year.  The remainder will be carried over into next year as it is to late for doing other roads and the Town will not have the funding for the others as reimbursement will not happen now until December.  
The Wastewater Report was given, 8,400 gallons were processed for the month of June and 6,931 gallons for July.  
Marshfield and Smith attended a Zoom meeting on Hazard Mitigation and will be meeting again at the end of September.  Participation is a must, if we expect to ever receive FEMA funds again.  
The board awarded the heating fuel bid to Allison Oil at a firm price of $1.69 per gallon.
The board awarded the ethanol gas bid to Mirabito for a fluctuating price of $1.90 per gallon.  
The board awarded the propane bid price to Mirabito for a fluctuating price of $1.38 per gallon.  
The board awarded the diesel and kerosene bid price to Mirabito for a fluctuating price of $1.57 for diesel and $1.79 for kerosene.  
Covid updates are entered daily on our website and the town has masks for giveaway if anyone needs some.  
The William Moody antenna agreement was approved at $400 annually.  
The board approved a resolution required by the town clerk for the retention and destruction of town records as per NYS Law.  
The municipal Animal Shelter inspection report on the Heart of the Catskills was given and in excellent shape.  
The Terry Clove Cemetery has been cleaned up of trees and mowed.

Delaware County Board of Supervisors meeting of August 26, 2020
At the start of the meeting, Sue MacIntyre of the County DPW explained the status of the building projects for Public Works.  A new shop on Neale Road in Walton, a new shop in the Town of Kortright behind the Town Hall, and an Administrative Building on the corner of Bridge Street and Rt. 10 in Delhi.  
A resolution was adopted accepting a grant in the amount of $253,688 from the NYS Department of Health to be used for Covid-19 detection activities and investigations. 
A resolution was adopted amending the budget by $125,234 from the Social Services Department to the Youth Bureau for the summer youth employment program for the economically disadvantaged.  
A budget amendment was approved allowing the Board of Elections to spend $55,386 in funds for an electronic absentee ballot counter and an electronic envelope opener.  This will allow the department to process ballots more accurately and efficiently in accordance with State Law.  $17,782 will come from a grant and the remainder from the County contingency account. 
A resolution was approved transferring $1,000 from the training and petroleum accounts to the retirement account for the Sealer of Weights and Measures.  
A resolution was approved to add $4,896 to the Occupancy Tax disbursement fund for a project in Hancock by the Robert W. Nichol Nature Preserve and Science Center.  
The board approved a resolution titled an agreement between the Town of Delhi, the County of Delaware, and Delaware Academy School District on a tax grievance case.  The three entities would fund legal costs to negotiate the settlement if any.  
Three vehicles from Economic Development, two from the Sheriff Department, and two from the Office of the Aging were approved to be disposed of on auction.  
A resolution was approved in applying days worked per month for the County+, and to be sent to the NYS Local Employers Retirement System.

11 Supervisors do not participate in the program, and on top of the above stated days/mo., are the standard work days applied to each of the towns as a town expense.  

A budget amendment was approved accepting $58,774 from the State for helping to get better results in the census count.  Currently only 40% of our population have responded to the census.  In order for Delaware County to receive its fair share in revenue funding we must have as close to 100% as we can.  We have only one more month to try an approve on this number.  

A resolution was approved titled “Inclusion of Agriculturally Viable Land into Certified Agricultural Districts.
