The board agreed to advertise for fuel bids for August.  Ethanol free gas, diesel fuel, heating fuel and LP gas will be bid at firm, fluctuating and pre-paid prices.

The Hamden Planning Board agreed to take the lead on the Comprehensive Plan update for the Town.  They would like Supervisor Marshfield to participate and one other board member.

Delaware County Board of Supervisors Meeting of July 22, 2020
A resolution was adopted accepting Federal funding for the economically disadvantaged youth employment program in the amount of $125,234.  The funding is coming very late this year and anyone interested (youth or employers) are to contact Lara Yambor at the Youth Bureau or contact Sylvia at Social Services.  
In four separate resolutions, the County accepted Federal funding through the State for the Office of the Aging in the amount of about $190,000.  This funding is to help seniors in different programs that are affected by Covid-19.  Such programs would be home delivered meals, grocery shopping or prescription pickups, etc. 
A resolution was passed to purchase 3 right of way’s in the Town of Middletown for $8,600.  This would be for replacing a bridge in Fleischmann’s and the easements would be permanent. 
Two vehicles were authorized to be disposed of, one a 2010 and a 2015 Ford Fusion to be sold on line or traded in.  
A resolution was approved to schedule a public hearing at the next meeting for the inclusion of agriculturally viable land into Ag District Number 3 in the Town of Middletown.
