Town of Hamden Town Board Meeting of July 6, 2016
Superintendent Dibble reported that two crews went to the Town of Tompkins to help them in their bad flooding event.  
The revised Boat Launch plans were reviewed by the board and approved as presented by Delaware Soil and Water Conservation District and Jessica Patterson.  Additionally the board voted to advertise for a site showing on July 27th at 9 am and bids must be in by August 3rd for the Board meeting.  
It is anticipated that the More/Aikens stream bank stabilization project will be advertised for bids by the Delaware County Soil and Water Conservation District.  Site showing will be on July 20th and bid openings will be on August 3rd at the Town Board meeting.  
The Harrower Cemetery easements have been secured and signed and sent to the attorney for recording.  The board approved going forward with the design of the fencing around the Harrower and the Launt Hollow cemeteries.  
The Ag and Markets municipal shelter report was filed with a good report for the Town. 
The board agreed to advertise for fuel bids for heating fuel, gasoline, diesel, and LP gas at firm, fluctuating and pre-pay prices.  Bids must be in by the August 3rd Town Board Meeting.  
The 2016 Equalization Rate remains at 17.95.  Could be better, but could be a lot worse.  Data Collection is going good on the southern end of the town parcels.  
Water District one in Hamden has received two violations for late reporting and they have been addressed by Superintendent Brinton Muller.  
The 1984 International Truck advertised for sale was awarded to Tom Hutson for $3,001.  
The board approved the signing of an agreement with the Catskill Watershed Corporation for inspection of septic systems in DeLancey for this year.  Same hourly rate as last year.  
As is customary this time of year, the board approved the new contract with the Humane Society for stray dogs and cats.  Same rate as last year at $40 each for dogs and $5 each for cats taken to the shelter.  
A list of town owned buildings and equipment’s were reviewed with no changes and for insurance purposes for the upcoming year.  
The board gave out a special thanks to Ryan Kilmer for his hours of donated time to sand and paint the picnic tables at the pavilion and repair broken slats in the chairs at the sitting pavilion at the park.  Hats off the Ryan, thank you so much.

Delaware County Board of Supervisors Meeting of July 27, 2016
A resolution was adopted to designate Delaware County as a Purple Heart County.  Signs would be placed throughout Delaware County and they would honor the service and sacrifice of our nation’s men and women in uniform who were wounded or killed by the enemy while protecting our freedoms.  August 24th will be designated as Purple Heart Medal day and there will be Purple Heart recipients at the next board meeting as well as other distinguished persons, commemorating that day.  
A budget amendment was approved in the amount of $1,950 for needed equipment and the funding would come from the crime proceeds fund from the Sheriff’s Department.  
A bid was approved in the amount of $597,820 given to Economy Paving Co. of Cortland for the replacement of a 90’ walk bridge over Vly Creek in Fleischmann’s.  This is fully funded by FEMA and this was the only bid submitted.  
A change order in the amount of $1,150 was approved on the above project, due to the requirement of a heavier structural steel.
The board approved a resolution authorizing the submission of an application to NYS Office of Community Renewal in the amount of $200,000 and to be used to assist local agricultural entrepreneurs and businesses.  
The board approved a resolution authorizing an application for State assistance from the Household Hazardous Waste State Assistance program for the year of 2017.  
The board approved a resolution authorizing the Department of Public Works to enter into an 8 year agreement with NYCDEP in the amount of $24,000,000 to maintain 39 miles of NYC roads around the Pepacton and Cannonsville Reservoirs.  Ditching and Guide Rail work will be performed by the Department and paving will be contracted out.
