Town of Hamden Town Board Meeting of June 1, 2016
Superintendent Dibble reported that 6.5 miles of Town roads have been sealed so far. 
The board went through the State environmental quality report process for the street sweeper and dry hydrant grants as required by the Dormitory Authority.   
The water district annual reports have been distributed in both the hamlets of DeLancey and Hamden.  Copies can be obtained at the Town Clerks office as well. 
The planning board continues to incorporate the Town’s mobile home ordinance into the Town’s site plan review law. 
The board was presented with a list of about a dozen homes in DeLancey scheduled for septic tank pump outs.  The board approved the list for the 2016 maintenance process. 
The highway shared services agreement was received from the Town of Meredith.  
The board, upon the recommendation of the highway superintendent moved to sell the 1984 International Dump Truck with a minimum bid of $500 as it is no longer of any use to the town.  
The board went into executive session to discuss union negotiations for the current contract ending 12/31/2016.

Delaware County Board of Supervisors Meeting of June 22, 2016
A resolution was adopted to accept $10,000 in Federal Crime Control money to install a new Livescan Fingerprint System in the Sheriff’s Department.  Total cost of the system is around $20,000.
A resolution was adopted to accept $100,000 from the State Homeland Security to pay for security enhancements at the public safety facility, upgrades to the photo identification system, replacement of personal protective equipment and purchase of a simulation manikin for training first responders.  
A resolution was approved in the amount of $1,049 from the State Resource Allocation Program for Youth Bureau programs.  This will be added to the $34,636 already budgeted to go to programs such as Town and Village Youth summer recreation programs, Big Buddy program, Tri Town Boys and Girls program, Word Thursday program and many more.  
A budget amendment was approved in the amount of $134,465 from the Army Corp. of Engineers to pay for a box culvert replacement on O’Dell Lake Road in the Town of Harpersfield.  
A budget amendment was approved in the amount of $469,320 for the Water Street Floodplain Reclamation project in the Town of Walton.  This too is coming from the Army Corp. of Engineers.  
A resolution was approved in the amount of $430 for the Sheriff’s Department to purchase a self-propelled lawn mower for the inmates to use in mowing the Potter’s Field Cemetery in the Town of Delhi.  The funding is coming out of the $2,500 grant from Constitution Pipeline.  
A resolution was approved to transfer $2,482 from the Planning Department Personal Services line to the Equipment line to pay for the replacement of a printer.
Four vehicles were authorized to be disposed of and no longer necessary for public use.  2004 and 2005 Taurus’s and a Malibu, two from Public Health, and two from Social Services.  
The board approved purchasing a temporary easement from Art Edel in Downsville to reconstruct County Bridge 26-1.  The fee for this easement was $100.
A resolution was approved to authorize the funding of 100% Federal aid and State “Marchiselli” program on County Route 21 in the Town of Walton.  This resolution authorized the initial $7,995 for the project.  
A resolution was approved authorizing the Treasurer to sign a contract with Airbnb, Inc. to collect the 2% bed tax for all participants in their program.  
The board authorized as per previous union negotiations, a 25 year retirement plan for Sheriffs, Undersheriffs, Corrections Officers, and Deputies.  The current plan is a 30 year plan.  
A standard work day and reporting resolution was approved on 11 Supervisors participating in the State Retirement System.  Yours truly and seven others do not participate in the retirement plan.  
A resolution was approved designating the Delaware County Planning Department as the Outreach Lead and the Delaware County Soil and Water Conservation District as the Assessment Lead, for the NYC Voluntary Community Flood Buyout program for flood mitigation.  
A resolution was approved transferring $12,000 from the GIS Implementation account to the Personal services account in the Planning Department to assist in the data collection for the development of the Highway Management Plan.  This funding initially came from the A. Lindsay and Olive B. O’Connor Foundation.  
A bid was awarded to Kingston Automotive LLC for a 2016 Nissan Pathfinder for the County Public Health Department.  The bid price was $25,630.
A resolution was approved requesting the NYS Department of Health to require NYCDEP to co-house their watershed staff with the Catskill Watershed Corporation in the Town of Middletown.  Relocating their offices from Kingston will contribute to their better understanding of the impacts of their interpretations in enforcing the Watershed Regulations and would enhance coordination with local agencies.  
A resolution was approved to issue the low bid of $888,888 to Burrowes Bridge Constructors for the Steel Repair on Bridge No. 106 on Bridge Street over the Beaverkill in Hancock.  This will be funded through the State CHIPS program.

A three person capital projects committee was set up for this project with Mark Tuthill as chairman, and Marshfield and Spaccaforno as the other two members of the committee.
