[bookmark: _GoBack]Town of Hamden Town Board Meeting of June 3, 2015
Dean Frazier from the Delaware County Watershed Affairs Department spoke to the board about joining the Upper Delaware River Tailwater’s Coalition to support the Towns of Hancock, Colchester and Deposit in their attempts to control the waters below the City dams.  This was tabled for more information and to look over the agreement more thoroughly.   
Ben Wilber was the selection for summer youth worker and he will work as he did last year and for the highway department as a laborer.  He will be paid $8.75 per hour and the Youth summer employment program will pay up to 160 hours towards his wages. 
Supervisor Marshfield indicated that he had completed the Government Efficiency Plan with the Comptroller’s Office in order to continue the process of meeting our tax cap and affording the taxpayers of Hamden a further rebate sometime later this year.   
The Flood Commission will meet again on July 7th.  
The responding letter to the Watershed Ag Council on the Rosen/Gold property was discussed at length.
A resolution was adopted authorizing the sharing of services with the highway departments.  The resolution shared services agreements were with Delaware County and the Towns of Andes, Bovina, Colchester, Delhi, Franklin, Meredith, Tompkins and Walton.  This resolution is in part, part of our savings projected in our Government Efficiency Plan filed with the State.  
A new Standard Work Day resolution was adopted taking in our Highway Superintendent, Code Enforcement person, Assessor, Court Clerk and the Deputy Superintendent of Highways.  These individuals are part of the State Retirement system and this resolution is a requirement of the State.  It reports the number of day per month that is worked by each and whether they participate in our time clock process or they keep their time manually for at least a three month time period.  
The Annual Water Quality Reports have been delivered to the water district patrons and have been filed with the Department of Health.  
The Town Equalization rate for 2016 is 17.95 which is up a little and good for the taxpayers. 
A list of septic pump outs and inspections was approved for the DeLancey Septic Maintenance District for the summer.  There will be about ten pump outs and inspections and the inspections will be done by the Catskill Watershed Corporation.

Delaware County Board of Supervisors Meeting of June 24, 2015
A resolution was approved in memory of former Supervisor of Masonville, Jack Thomas.  He served on the County Board from 1979-2005.  
A resolution was approved accepting a $38,000 grant from the Center for Disease Control and Prevention for Public Health Emergency Preparedness as it relates to Ebola.  
A resolution was approved to dispose of 5 vehicles, 2 – 2010 Chevy Impala’s from the Sheriff’s Department and 3 – 1999 pickups from the buildings and grounds Department.  These will be disposed of on an auction on line service.  
A resolution was approved to pursue eminent domain on a Colchester piece of property in order to replace a failing bridge on County Rt. 26.  The owners are the Spaeth’s and the land of interest is .011 acres in size.
A resolution was approved to enter into an agreement with the Village of Walton to accept out of County waste to their wastewater facility.  This would expire one year from June 30th.  This waste comes from an organic milk plant in Norwich whom may be contemplating relocation to Walton.  
A shared services agreement was approved for the County to be able to provide shared services with the 19 Towns in the County if desired.  
A resolution was adopted to urge our State representatives to amend the NYS Electronic Equipment Recycling and Reuse Act.  The way it has been is that electronic manufacturers are to fund a recycling infrastructure and to relieve municipalities from all recycling management costs.  Because of the January 2015 Disposal Ban, manufacturers meet their performance goals about mid-year, and no longer need to provide financial support of disposal of electronics.  This shifts the cost burden to the Counties.  This resolution proposes changes to the law that would allow no-cost collection and disposal of electronics and to be paid for by the manufacturers.   
A resolution was approved to auction off personal property at the old Walton Reporter building in Walton.  Most of the stuff has been through the flood and is little value, but this will allow the property to go to auction and go to the highest bidder.  The auctioneer selection will be up to the County Treasurer.  
Four properties were added to the Ag District 1 and 3, in the Towns of Harpersfield and Middletown.  
A resolution was adopted to hold a public hearing for the submission of an application to the NYS Office of Community Renewal for $200,000 and it would be to assist local agricultural entrepreneurs and businesses in Delaware County.
