Town of Hamden Town Board Meeting of September 2, 2020
A group of residents from Bendzunas Road attended the board meeting and wanted the Town to take over their road, as it was in bad shape.  The only way the Town would take it over was under the condition that they brought the road up to town standards, similar to any subdivision.  This was an abandoned County road in 1965, turned over to the Town and abandoned by the Town in 1966.  
Superintendent of Highways reported that the CHIPS projects were completed and worked out very good with Vestal Asphalt and he appreciated the shared services from the other towns.  He reported the crews are drawing winter sand and are about finished.  
The wastewater report was read and for the month they saw a flow of 285,156 gallons.  
The State DOT has contacted the town for verbiage to be put on the overnight parking signs on the lower end of Hamden.  It was recommended that “no parking from 8 pm to 6 am”. 
Water District #1 in Hamden had their annual meeting and elected Superintendent Scott Sullivan to another three-year term.  All rates will remain the same as in 2020.
Water District #2 in DeLancey had their annual meeting and elected Lynn Shriver to a three-year term as commissioner.  All rates will remain the same as in 2020.
It was approved to advertise for a local law to override the tax cap levy limit.  This is done every year, whether or not we think we will exceed the limit.  
The dry hydrant in DeLancey has been completed and the cost came out $4,970 less than the bid, due to things that did not have to be done.  
The Solar project is completed and both the Town Hall and the Highway Garage now enjoys the benefits of the credits.  
Budget schedules were distributed to board members and departments need to have their figures back to the Supervisor by September 20th.
The board approved the purchase of a 10,000 btu air conditioner for the town hall meeting room.
The Town received a check from the State for $4,218.78 for completing the town wide revaluation assessment.  
The board approved the replacement of the Sarah Scobie and the Jessica Pruschki septic’s in DeLancey for 2021.
Only about 41% of the population in Hamden have filled out census forms for the 2020 census count.  County wide, the average is only about 40%.
The Hamden Inn has applied for a liquor license to the State.  
Leon Merrill was reappointed assessment review board member for a four-year term.  
The Heart of the Catskills contract was approved for 2021 at $40 per dog, which is the same as 2020.  
The board gave the Supervisor permission to pay Vestal Asphalt for their completed CHIPS work, when the billing comes in.  This would allow the Highway Superintendent to get the paperwork in timelier.

Delaware County Board of Supervisors Meeting of September 23, 2020
A resolution was adopted to accept a grant in the amount of $11,200 to the Sheriff’s Department for the purpose of “Statewide Police Traffic Services Program”.  The goal would be to increase seat belt usage and reduce dangerous driving behaviors. 
A resolution was adopted to accept a grant in the amount of $6,785 through Public Health, for the purpose of addressing the threat that Covid-19 poses to the health and welfare of our residents and visitors.  Public Health will produce and distribute community messaging to educate the public about how to prevent illness to this virus.  
The budget was amended to appropriate funding in the form of a ban of $8,000,000 for the new Capital Behavioral Health Facility in Walton.  
A resolution was adopted appropriating capital funds through the Department of Public Works in the amount of $411,000.  This is for the County Maintenance and Structural Steel Preservation Program.  
A resolution was approved to authorize the entering into agreements with municipalities, school districts, district corporations, or State Agencies for shared highway services. It would authorize the County Department of Public Works Commissioner to enter into agreements for renting, exchanging, borrowing, lending, or maintaining arrangements.  
The Delaware County Chamber of Commerce was designated as the Tourism Promotion Agency for Delaware County. 
A resolution was approved to set up a County retention and disposition schedule.  
A resolution was approved calling on a public hearing for October 14th to waive residency requirements for the Department of Corrections in the Sheriff’s Office.  
A resolution was approved increasing taxes on sales tax and uses of tangible personal property and of certain services, on occupancy of hotel rooms and on amusement charges.  This actually is not an additional tax but a continuance of a 1% tax.
