[bookmark: _GoBack]Town of Hamden Town Board Meeting of September 7, 2016
The subject of baseball being first played in Hamden was a subject of discussion as presented by local resident Alice Blackman.  More research will be done and if finalized, signage, etc. will be discussed for future recognition of this fact.  
On behalf of a recommendation by the Delaware County Economic Development Office, the Town adopted an ADA Complaint Procedure and designated a coordinator.  This gives those with disabilities a procedure to follow for complaints relative to employment, accommodations and housing.  
Highway Superintendent Dibble reported that roadside mowing has been completed again and that repairs on Covert, Basin and Ridge Roads have been done.  
Delaware Opportunities bid for the fencing of the Harrower and Launt Hollow Cemeteries was accepted at $8,500.  This work should be started around the first of October.  
Water District meetings were held in August and Water District 1 in Hamden elected Brinton Muller for another term as Commissioner and out of district user rates will be increased from $50 to $60 per quarter.  Water District 2 in DeLancey elected Ron Pinney to serve another term as Commissioner.  
The board decided to move forward and apply for a $100,000 grant from the Municipal Facilities Capital Program in order to rebuild a 900 foot section of 4 inch water main in the hamlet of Hamden.  
The board decided to offer further work on the old schoolhouse to Seth Clark for the siding and window replacements.  Due to his previous work which was done on time and within budget and to continue consistency on the project he was selected to do the next phase of construction for $10,778.  This includes window replacements, all old clap board siding removal and installation of new siding on all four sides.  The work is to be completed by the end of October.  
The board decided to start the procedure to possibly exceed the tax cap for the 2017 budget.  Further review will be done at the October meeting.  
The board finalized the 3 year union contract for the highway department at 40 cents per hour increase for 2017, 50 cents for 2018 and 60 cents for 2019 in exchange for the employee paying for 18%, 19%, and 20% consecutive for the above stated years in their health insurance plan.

Delaware County Board of Supervisors meeting of September 28, 2016
Due to not being in attendance at this meeting, the following are resolutions as presented by the County and adopted.  I do not have discussion information on the resolutions as you are accustomed to.  
There were 51 properties that were sold at public auction and the board approved their sale.  One of these properties was in Hamden.
October 2-8 was designated as Cornell Cooperative Extension Week and National 4-H Week.  
A memorandum of Understanding was approved between the Sheriff’s Office and the Department of Emergency Services.  The agreement allows for the sharing of dispatchers in both departments which will create efficiencies and more effectiveness of data and other communications for them and for 911. 
An authorization for awards was given to the Department of Public Works for work on a County Route 26 bridge in the Town of Colchester at $404,118.  This was given to Modjeski and Masters out of Poughkeepsie, NY for construction and professional services.  
The bid of $101,674 was accepted for an air handler at the composting facility.  The low bid was given to Southerntier Custom Fabricators, Inc. of Elmira and will be taken out of the reserve account for the landfill.  
Two bids were accepted to continue upgrading our County communications system by giving the site development work on Coon Hill, Hancock to Mid-State Communications of Oriskany, NY for $339,750, and for the construction of reinforced concrete tower foundations on the Grand Gorge, Town of Roxbury site to Mid-State Communications for $67,900.
The board transferred $400,000 left over from the snow removal account to the equipment rental line which has been expended.  This is to do much needed work on capital projects for the Department of Public Works.   
The board approved the revenue acceptance of $24,999 in Social Services for the Non-Residential Domestic Violence program.  This is Federal money and reimburses the County for expenses associated with the program.  
A grant in the amount of $154,732 was accepted from the Public Safety Answering Points Operations Program, which allows for state support to counties for public safety call taking and dispatching expenses.  The grant will allow for dispatcher salaries and equipment maintenance through the Emergency Services Department.
